Coming from the North – Come down the A68 turn right onto the B6320 stay on this road until you reach the village of Wark, continue through Wark following the signs for Hexham.  We are just over a mile from Wark you will see the Park End Equestrian sign to your right along with the Park End Fabrication Sign – Indoor Arena is up there on your right, directly opposite the sign there is a road to your left at the bottom of there is the stables, accommodation, outdoor arena and parking.

Coming from East & South - Follow the A69 until you reach the Bridge End Roundabout at Hexham, take the 2nd exit following the A69, just after that turn right onto the A6079 signposted Otterburn & Bellingham, crossroads turn left onto B6318 signposted Chollerford, at the roundabout take 2nd exit onto B6320, stay on this road for approx 5 miles you will see the Park End Equestrian sign to your left along with the Park End Fabrication Sign – Indoor Arena is up there on your right, directly opposite the sign there is a road to your right at the bottom of there is the stables, accommodation, outdoor arena and parking.

Coming from West & South - Follow the A69 until just before Hexham take the left turn onto the A6079 signposted Otterburn & Bellingham, crossroads turn left onto B6318 signposted Chollerford, at the roundabout take 2nd exit onto B6320, stay on this road for approx 5 miles you will see the Park End Equestrian sign to your left along with the Park End Fabrication Sign – Indoor Arena is up there on your right, directly opposite the sign there is a road to your right at the bottom of there is the stables, accommodation, outdoor arena and parking.

Alternatively you could come off the A69 at Greenhead follow the B6318 (Roman Wall Road) stay on this road for approx 16miles, you will come to a staggered crossroads turn left onto an unnamed road - sign posted Wark & Simonburn, stay on this road until you reach the B6320, turn left stay on this road for approx 2 miles you will see the Park End Equestrian sign to your left along with the Park End Fabrication Sign – Indoor Arena is up there on your right, directly opposite the sign there is a road to your right at the bottom of there is the stables, accommodation, outdoor arena and parking.
