Class 1 Jumping  not exceeding 45 cms 

Class 2 Jumping not exceeding  55 cms 

Class 3 Jumping not exceeding 65 cms 

Class 4 Jumping not exceeding 75 cms 

Class 5 Puissance (Down and Out) – Jumps start off at 50 cm and go up each round.  The person who does not knock 

the fence down and jumps the highest is the winner. 

Class 6 Pairs Baton Relay – One rider starts with baton, jumps around the course, hands baton over to over rider 

then completes the course.  Quickest time with lowest faults wins.

Games –  Bending, Egg and Spoon, Walk, trot and lead/run, 2 mug and sock and bucket.    £10 per rider 

 Class 1(g) Lead rein (beginners 5 and under) 

 Class 2(g)  Assisted

Class 4(g) 12 years and under 

Class 5(g) Open to any age

3. All competitors must wear a BS riding hat whilst mounted. 
4. The wearing of spurs is not permitted 
5. Dogs must be kept on a lead at all times. 
6. No skipping out on the field anyone found doing so will incur a £10 fine. 
7. The judges’ decision is final. Any objections / complaints must be lodged in writing to the secretary with a deposit of 

£20 (returnable if the objection / complaint is upheld) within 30 minutes of the class finishing. 
8. No galloping or riding in a dangerous manner on the show field anyone doing so will be asked to leave. 
9. Body protectors must be worn for all jumping classes. 
10. Litter must be taken home 
11. It is a national Pony Club rule that hoodies should not be worn whilst riding we will be enforcing this rule.  So please 

NO Hoodies. 
 

12. Entries close on Mon 20th August. Late entries £6.50 all classes. 
 

13. Depending on entries classes maybe split according to age
